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2.1 REPORT ON PERFORMANCE UNDER THE ANNUAL ACTION PLAN FOR
FISCAL YEAR 2015 (B.E. 2558)

(1) Outputs and Outcomes
To develop customs system to meet

international standards

1.1 Project for Efficiency Improvement for
Advance Valuation Ruling Service

As a member of World Trade Organization,
Thailand has a commitment to implement the
provisions of Article VII of the General Agreement
on Tariffs and Trade (GATT) 1994. The agreement
stipulates that customs valuation shall be used
to determine the duty of imported goods, so the
Customs Department sets out a code of practice
on customs valuation in accordance with the WTO
Customs Valuation Agreement (GATT Customs
Valuation)and other related agreements and develops
the standard of customs clearance procedures in line
with the international standards and commitments
as well as studying, analyzing and determining
approaches or strategy concerning tax collection
management, customs clearance procedures and
customs valuation and controlling and monitoring
tax collection to ensure efficiency and effectiveness

for international trade facilitation.

Advance Valuation Ruling (AVR) is a form of
international trade facilitation that World Customs
Organization (WCO) recommends all member countries
to operate. The Customs Department represented
by the Customs Standard Procedures and Valuation
Bureau has provided AVR service since 2010. However,
the performance through the past 3 years showed that
there are still only a few entrepreneurs accessing to
the system and the number of users has decreased
every year, affecting import declaration for duty
payment and examination of cargo.

In order to support achievement of the
Customs Department’s vision in becoming World-
Class Customs, the Customs Standard Procedures
and Valuation Bureau of the Customs Department
has initiated the project to deal with problems by
performing the following operations:

1) Study the amendment of the Customs Act
B.E. 2469 (1926) regarding AVR service and work on
the drafts of related orders, announcements and

Customs Code of Practice to ensure the conformity;
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2) Prepare AVR user manual, and internet and
intranet banners; and publicize AVR among relevant
agencies via Single Sign On system;

3) Publicize “Case Study on Customs Valua-
tion for Imported Goods” in 4 topics as follows:

(1) Cosmetics under patent of chemical
and product information;

(2) Is domestic shipping cost added to
customs valuation?;

(3) Buying commission; and

(4) In case that there are expenses concemn-
ing academic assistance after machine installation.

4) Prepare for assessment of the Project for
Enhancing the Transparency and Predictability of
Tariff Classification and Customs Valuation of JICA
and analysis on supporting measures for an increase in

the number of entrepreneurs using the AVR service.

1.2 Project for Preparation of Proposals for
Determination of Thailand’s Product Lists under
ASEAN Harmonized Tariff Nomenclature2017

The World Customs Organization has updated
Harmonized System (HS) every five years in line
with various forms of international trades, changes
in technology, monitoring of products affecting en-
vironment and society and also improved for more
simplicity and clarity. The recently updated HS 2017
shall come into effect from 1 January 2017.

ASEAN Harmonized Tariff Nomenclature
(AHTN) is a harmonized-based customs tariff system.
ASEAN member states have improved the AHTN in
line with the Harmonized System and integrated
their customs tariff system to serve economic and
social demands of the member states. The AHTN is
expected to come into effect simultaneously with
the Harmonized System.

In order to timely implement the Harmonized
System and ASEAN Harmonized Tariff Nomenclature,

the Customs Department has initiated the project

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for preparation of proposals for determination of
Thailand’s product lists under ASEAN Harmonized
Tariff Nomenclature2017 to prepare for the amendment
of the Customs Tariff Decree Part Il Import Tariff;
comply with the obligations of the International
Convention on the Harmonized Commodity De-
scription and Coding System and Protocol Governing
the Implementation of the ASEAN Harmonized Tariff
Nomenclature (AHTN);, and achieve the strategy of
the Customs Department regarding customs system
development in accordance with the global
standards by performing the following tasks:

1) To monitor, study and attend AHTN Task
Force to review customs tariff of AHTN 2012 together
with ASEAN member states;

2) To organize the meeting of working team
on preparation of the draft proposal for AHTN 2017,

3) To prepare proposal of Thailand’s product
lists (Category 2 to Category 5) to propose to ASEAN
Secretariat; and

4) To prepare the draft translation of ASEAN’s
sub-category lists.

To develop customs standard to enhance

national competitiveness

2.1 Project for Preparation of Agreement
on Legal Framework to Establish and Implement
the ASEAN Single Window

ASEAN Secretariat has prepared the Agree-
ment to Establish and Implement the ASEAN Single
Window which was endorsed on 9 December 2005
in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia.

The agreement is aimed at facilitating
cross-border trades and shipments by applying
electronic single window system among ASEAN
member states to prepare for the advent of the
ASEAN Economic Community in 2015. ASEAN Sec-
retariat has also prepared the draft of the ASEAN



Single Window Legal Framework Agreement as a

guideline concerning laws, regulations and rules
in effectively implementing the electronic single
window system. ASEAN member states shall endorse
in the agreement to acknowledge and be bound
by the commitment. Hence, the project is initiated
to ensure the completion of legal procedures and
lead to the endorsement of the draft of the ASEAN
Single Window Legal Framework Agreement.

The Customs Department has prepared the
translation of the Protocol on the Legal Framework
to Implement the ASEAN Single Window; studied
Protocol on the Legal Framework to Implement the
ASEAN Single Window; and compare to opinions of
the Department of Treaties and Legal Affairs and
also decision of the Constitutional Court before
proposing to the Cabinet’s approval and ordering

the Ministry of Foreign Affairs to issue the Full Power

to the Finance Minister to endorse the Protocol on
the Legal Framework to Implement the ASEAN Single
Window. All 10 ASEAN member states endorsed the
Protocol on the Legal Framework to Implement the
ASEAN Single Window on 4 September 2015. For
the next procedure, the Customs Department will
propose to the Cabinet for an approval of ratification
of the Protocol, so Thailand will be bound by the

commitment of the Protocol

2.2 Project for Development of Customs
Houses and Pilot Project for Prototype Customs
Houses

In accordance with the Customs Department
Order No. 217/2557, it has established a working
team for the project for development of customs
houses and pilot project for prototype customs

houses chaired by Customs Department Deputy
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Director-General Chuchai Udompote. The working
team has the duty to operate according to the
guidance, criteria and supporting method for the
establishment of Special Economic Zone in three
pillars under the specified timeframe.

Determination of the guidance on the pilot
project for prototype customs houses covers 4
factors as follows:

1. Clearly determine and separate areas of
examination of cargo and passenger entry-departure
procedures and apply information technology to
the operations;

2. Provide customs services and other related
services in form of One Stop Service and under
international standards such as CIQ, NSW, ASW,
Coordinated Border Management (CBM); set the
standard time for opening-closing customs houses;
provide services under Common Control Area (CCA);
mutually apply technology devices between Thai
Customs Office and local relevant agencies and
international customs offices;

3. Post-examination of cargo service for
trade facilitation and international trade promotion
such as tax incentives under the customs laws
and relevant laws such as bonded ware house,
free zone and investment promotion. There will
be a sub-committee on privileges and scope and
One Stop Investment Center will improve criteria/
conditions of privileges for Special Economic Zone;
and

4. Areas for CSR activities in commmunities or
participation in community activities, operation/
coordination with communities

The project for development of customs
houses and pilot project for prototype customs
houses cover 4 pilot customs houses including
Aranyaprathet Customs House, Mukdahan Customs

House, Chiang Khong Customs House and Sadao

Customs House. Therefore, study, survey and data

collection must be conducted to determine forms
and ensure preparedness of the prototype customs
houses.

Operations can be summarized as follows:

1. Determine data collection formats of sub
factors and submit to the pilot customs houses to
survey and fill in the sub factors and return to the
team;

2. Gather and process data in Clause 1 and
determine the timeframe for area survey, indicate
problems and obstacles and discuss with the pilot
customs houses on problem solutions and develop-
ment guidelines for the prototype customs houses;

3. The team surveys the area and collects
sub-factor data and then prepares a report of
performance of the development according to the
specified standards, problems and obstacles and
solutions and development guidelines for the pilot
customs houses to propose to the working team,
the Department and Finance Ministry on a monthly
basis; and

4. Monitor and evaluate the performance
of the development according to the specified
standards. The team concludes the problems and

performance of all 4 aspects.

2.3 Project for Customs Privileges to Support
Special Economic Zone

To support economic development in Special
Economic Zone in accordance with the govern-
ment’s policy to promote investments in Special
Economic Zone, especially along border areas, to
create the economic linkages with neighboring coun-
tries, disperse economic growth and increase local
income and reduce labor mobility problems from
neighboring countries as well as getting prepared for
the implementation of ASEAN Economic Community,
the Customs Department has granted customs

privileges to companies or juristic partnerships having
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their establishment located in Special Economic
Zone by determining qualifications of the applicant
of bonded warehouse and free zone establishment
in Special Economic Zone. The Department issued
the Notification No. 154/2558 on Determination of
Qualification of Applicant of Bonded Warehouse
and Free Zone Establishment in Special Economic
Zone dated 15 July 2015. There are 4 important
elements as follows:

1) Addition of qualifications of the applicant
of bonded warehouse and free zone establishment
to allow all types of legal juristic persons such as
cooperatives or other juristic persons to establish
bonded warehouse and free zone;

2) Reduction in the amount of registered cap-
ital of the applicant of general bonded warehouse
establishment in Special Economic Zone from the
paid-up capital of at least 10 million baht to only
5 million baht or the registered capital that the
Director-General considers appropriate for type of
business, so that small and medium enterprises are
able to establish general bonded warehouse more
easily;

3) Assign the customs office in Special Eco-
nomic Zone or Tax Incentives Bureau to consider
and approve the establishment of bonded ware-
house and free zone and also exclusively approve
business operators in free zone in Special Economic
Zone; and

4) Require importers to submit formula to
the customs house responsible for the area and
assien the head of the responsible customs house
to consider and exclusively approve formula for
bonded warehouse in category of manufacturing
warehouse in Special Economic Zone to facilitate
business operators, so there is no need to submit

the formula at the Customs Department.
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To develop potential of customs control

with international standards

Project for Database of Prohibited Goods and
Restricted Goods and Commodity Code of Year 2012
The Customs Tariff Bureau has prepared and updat-
ed database of prohibited and restricted goods in
accordance with the laws regarding import-export
control in forms of databases and publish on Internet
and Intranet to enhance potential of customs
control for customs officers who have the duty to
ensure legal compliance of importer and exporters
such as Hazardous Substances Act B.E. 2535 (1992),
Arms Control Act B.E. 2530 (1987) and Narcotics Act
B.E. 2522 (1979).

The project in fiscal year 2015 is to prepare
additional database of prohibited goods and
restricted goods from 2014 as follows:

1) Database of prohibited goods and restricted
goods in accordance with Plant Act B.E. 2518 (1975),
Plant Act (No.2) B.E.2535 (1992), Plant Act (No.3) B.E.
2550 (2007) and related notifications of the Ministry
of Agriculture and Cooperatives;

2) Update database in accordance with
Hazardous Substances Act B.E.2535 (1992) and
Notification of the Ministry of Industry on List of
Hazardous Substances B.E. 2556 (2013);

3) Update other databases already published

in line with the amended notifications.
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To manage tax collection system based
on good governance

4.1 Establishment Plan for the National
Single Window (NSW) (Data linkage between
permit and certificate issuing agencies and NSW
system)

The Customs Department has been assigned
as a main agency establishing NSW system in accor-
dance with the Cabinet’s resolution on 6 December
2005. Agencies dealing with imports and exports
have cooperated to push for the establishment of
NSW system according to the target. As the main
agency for the NSW establishment, the Customs
Department has set up the Regulatory Committee
on NSW Development and the working team
on technique and work system design for Single
Window system development in collaboration with
other government agencies dealing with imports

and exports.
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The NSW system acts as One Stop Data Link-
age Center which provides integrated data linkage
between government agencies and private sector
regarding international trades. Business operators
prepare data one time only or prepare only one
set of documents and submit to NSW system via
electronics system. Then NSW will transfer the data
to all relevant agencies. It also covers financial
transactions, so users do not waste their time
and pay any cost of preparing many sets of data
for relevant agencies. The system will also act as
National Gateway for data linkage between local
agencies, ASEAN member states and other countries
outside ASEAN.

Now NSW is ready to provide data linkage
service between government agencies and business
sector locally and internationally. The important

elements of its operations are as follows:
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There are 35 agencies equipped with the sys-
tem for data linkage via NSW, 31 of which officially
operate data linkage via NSW including the Customs
Department, Department of Foreign Trade, Industrial
Estate Authority of Thailand, Department of Industrial
Works, Department of Livestock Development,
Excise Department, the Board of Investment,
Department of Fisheries, Food and Drug Administration,
National Bureau of Agricultural Commodity and
Food Standards, Fine Arts Department, Department
of Energy Business, Office of the Cane and Sugar
Board, Defense Industrial Department, Office of the
Rubber Replanting Aid Fund, Department of Land
Transport, Royal Forest Department, Port Authority
of Thailand, Office of the National Broadcasting and
Telecommunications Commission, Department of
Medical Sciences, Electrical and Electronics Institute,
Department of Internal Trade, Office of Atoms for
Peace, Department of Mineral Resources, National
Park, Wildlife and Plant Conservation Department,

Thailand, Department of Provincial Administration,

Department of Agriculture, Marine Department,
Department of Primary Industries and Mines,
Department of Mineral Fuels and Department of
Disease Control. Ten out of 31 agencies have already
operated data linkage since 2015 as follows:

1) Department of Internal Trade operates data
linkage for permit to transit weight and measuring
instruments from customs houses.

2) Office of Atoms for Peace operates data
linkage for permit to import and export special
nuclear materials and by product materials or
source materials.

3) Department of Mineral Resources operates
data linkage for permit to import fossil or fossil
transformed or changed into other forms into the
Kingdom.

4) National Park, Wildlife and Plant Conserva-
tion Department operates data linkage for permit to
import and export wildlife, wildlife preservation and
wildlife protection in accordance with the Wildlife



Preservation and Protection Act B.E. 2535 (1992)

and the list under the Convention on International

Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and
Flora (CITES).

5) Thai Chamber of Commerce and Board of
Trade of Thailand operate data linkage for Certificate
of Product Standard.

6) Department of Provincial Administration
operates data linkage for permit to order or import
firearms, ammunition, explosives, fireworks or
imitation of firearms (Por.2). Initially, firearms are
the pilot goods.

7) Department of Agriculture operates data
linkage for customs permit to import rubbers into
the Kingdom and customs permit to export rubbers
from the Kingdom. Initially, rubbers are the pilot
goods.

8) Marine Department operates data linkage
for sea cargo manifest, ship inwards report and sea
cargo manifest for shipping companies or shipping

agents.

9) Department of Primary Industries and
Mines operates data linkage for permit to import
minerals into the Kingdom and permit to export
minerals from the Kingdom.

10) Department of Mineral Fuels operates
data linkage for approval of import duty and value
added tax exemption in accordance with Section
70 of Petroleum Act B.E. 2514 (1971).

There are 4 agencies equipped with the
system for data linkage via NSW but other related
agencies dealing with data transmission/destination
countries are not ready for data linkage operation or
readiness on regulations and rules of those agencies
is still under improvement including Department of
Disease Control, Civil Aviation Authority of Thailand,
Airports of Thailand PLC and Federation of Thai
Industries.

One agency in the process of data linkage
development/testing via NSW is Thai Industrial
Standards Institute (TISI).
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4.2 Human Resource Development Plan for Implementation of ASEAN Economic
Community

The Customs Department has prepared for human resource readiness for the
implementation of ASEAN Economic Community. In 2015, the Customs Department
represented by the Customs Academy and Human Resource Management Bureau has
initiated a human resource development plan for the implementation of ASEAN Economic
Community to continually develope its human resources between fiscal year 2012 and
2013. The assessment result found the project achieves the key performance indicators
and specified targets and the department’s personnel has been provided with knowledge,
skill and ability development required for their operations in the advent of AEC. This is
continued preparedness for the department’s human resources in terms of knowledge,
skills, ability and attitudes for AEC such as English language, languages and cultures of
neighboring countries, knowledge and understanding in AEC, customs knowledge such
as tariff, rules of origin and prevention and suppression of customs offenses in order to
enable the department’s human resources to get prepared for possible changes and
perform their responsibilities with efficiency and effectiveness.

Each human resource development project for the implementation of AEC consists
of sub-programs emphasizing on customs knowledge and skill development in line with
each position and also development of knowledge, skill and ability required for operations
for the AEC. Achievements of 7 projects are as follows:

4.3 Prevention and Suppression of Customs Offenses

Evolution of goods has endlessly developed
in the boundless world of trade, while forms of
customs offenses have continually changed. This
is a challenge for prevention and suppression of
customs offenses under customs and relevant
laws. The Investigation and Suppression Bureau of
the Customs Department has determined proper
upstream, midstream and downstream strategies
for inspection upon importing and transporting and
investigation at place of business to eliminate loop-
holes in each process. It has also taken into conside
ration balance of customs control in suppression of
customs smuggling and evasion and convenient and
fast customs services for trade facilitation.

Prevention and suppression operations are
in several forms including suppression of smuggling
of agricultural products to help domestic farmers
such as suppression of smugsgling of shallot, onion,
garlic and potato; prevention and suppression of
infringement of trademark by goods; suppression of
offenses concerning narcotics and precursors; and
interception of goods violating the Convention on

International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild

Fauna and Flora (CITES).

For investigation and suppression of
offenses concerning narcotics and precursors, the
Investigation and Suppression Bureau is the center for
coordination and information sharing with customs
networks locally and internationally. Airport
Interdiction Task Force (AITF) has been established
under cooperation of the Customs Department,
Office of the Narcotics Control Board (ONCB), Narcotics
Suppression Bureau (NSB),Immigration Bureau
and National Security Center to investigate, share
information and participate in narcotics prevention
and suppression missions in national, regional or
international levels such as official information
coordination via Regional Intelligence Liaison Offices
(RILO) in Asia-Pacific region by joining Operation
Drug Seizure Immediate Notification System (DSINS)
to stop air and ship transportation of narcotics;
Operation Project Catalyst to stop smuggling of New
Psychoactive Substances (NPS) through all types of
transportation; and Operation PANGEA to stop illegal
trade of medicines and counterfeit medicines via

Internet, as well as interception of goods violating
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the Convention on International Trade in Endangered
Species of Wild Fauna and Flora (CITES). The
Customs Department has performed its operations
according to Thailand National Ivory Action Plan
approved by the Cabinet on 16 September 2014
as follows:

1) Preparation of a registry of seized ivories:
information and the number of seized ivories under
control of the Customs Department have been
recorded in digital files. The registry consists of kind,
type, size, quantity and mark of each ivory and also

photographs and management of seized ivories.

the Department of National Parks, Wildlife and Plant
Conservation as the national registration system.
2) Regulation and Law Enforcement: For
suppression and arrest of offenders, the Customs
Department has tightened import and export
inspection in risky routes including land borders,
ports, airports and parcel post along with applying
several techniques to monitor and inspect customs
offenses. As a result, it detected 15 cases of
international ivory smuggling from October 2014 to

September 2015. The total weight of seized ivories
was at 5,597 kilograms.

This is to enable officers to access and obtain correct, fast and precise information and be able to use
the information for risk management in fair tax collection.

houses/ports, so that the Customs Standard Procedures and Valuation Bureau will prepare a valuation

comparison database to meet users’ demands
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4) To hold a training program on Local Database

As the Customs Standard Procedures and Valuation Bureau cannot prepare valuation database that

covers all risky goods items for each port, it deems appropriate to hold a training program for officers

working at ports/customs houses to enable them to prepare the agency’s local database in accordance

with WCO (in collaboration with the Customs Academy, Customs Department in a training program in

2016-2017).

4.5 Ethics and Good Governance

(1) “Good People of Customs” Project
was held to support and encourage personnel to
behave according to the code of conduct. It selected
and praised internal personnel for being the good
role model in terms of living and working and each
division of the Customs Department was asked
to select one representative who possessed the
qualifications to be the Good Man of the division.
The judges then selected the Customs Good Man
among the finalists to receive the shield of honor
and prize money. The award-granting and honor
announcement ceremony was held for 19 selected
persons on 3 July 2015 which marked the 141
anniversary of the establishment of the Customs
Department to announce the prestigious award to
all employees and encourage them to be a good

man.

(2) Dharma Practice on Buddhist Holy

Days Project The Customs Department and the
Department of Religious Affairs invited civil servants,
government employees and staff of the Customs
Department to practice dharma on Buddhist holy
days. The 15-day activity was scheduled from
October 2014 to September 2015 to promote
morality and ethics among the Customs Department’s
personnel and encourage them to be a good
Buddhist and apply the principles of dharma to
their operations and daily life.

(3) Daily Dharma Practice Project for
Healthy Mind and Improved Work was held to
provide ideas, quotes and morale to civil servants,
government employees and staff of the Customs
Department by publishing dharma messages via

Intranet on working days.
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(4) Project for Buddhist Ordination or Hajj
Pilgrimage Encouragement The Customs Department
realized that Buddhist ordination provides a great
opportunity to cultivate morality which is the
foundation of career and prosperity as well as
responsibility. The code of conduct of civil servants
derives from morality and religious doctrines which
determine what one should or should not do. To
promote morality among its personnel, the Depart-
ment provided those who take leave in order to
enter priesthood or Hajj with a fund of 5,000 baht
per person.

(5) Buddhist Tzu Chi Project It was held to
promote morality and volunteer mind among civil
servants, sovernment employees and staff of the
Customs Department and encourage them to join
a study trip and volunteering activity at Buddhist
Tzu Chi Foundation in Republic of China (Taiwan)
on 12-16 March 2015.

(6) Project for Existence of Goodness was
held to promote morality and ethics among new
personnel of the Customs Department and enable
them to learn about professional experiences and
living of those who are going to retire in order to
obtain knowledge about customs works. It also
enabled civil servants, sovernment employees and
staff of the Customs Department who are going to
retire in fiscal year 2015 to tell about their ideas and
give suggestions on living and working. The video of
the activity was released via Intranet of the Customs
Department and the retirement day was held on
25 September 2015.
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(7) Candles for Buddhist Lent Project As
the Customs Department realized the importance of
the long-standing tradition, it made candle donations
on the Buddhist Lent Day to conserve Buddhism
in Thai society and maintain Thai traditions at Wat
Kharuhabodi, Wat Thongthammachart and Wat Po-
ramaiyika was on 25 July 2015 by ships. This activity
was aimed to cultivate morality and ethics among
civil servants, government employees and staff of
the Customs Department in the Buddhist Lent.

(8) Ethics Promotion Project was held in the
area of the Customs Office Region 1 on Thursday
12 February 2015 at Tinidee Hotel in Ranong and
Customs Office Region 2on Thursday 2 April 2015 at
Ubon Buri Hotel & Resort, Ubon Ratchathani. It was

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4.7 Information and Communication Technology Development

Achievements of information and communication technology development in 2015

According to the Cabinet’s resolution on
6 December 2005, the Customs Department has
been assigned as a main agency establishing NSW
system Agencies regarding imports and exports
have cooperated to push for the establishment of
NSW system according to the target. As the main
agency for the NSW establishment, the Customs
Department has set up the Regulatory Committee
on NSW Development and the working team
on technique and work system design for Single
Window system development in collaboration with
other government agencies regarding imports and
exports. NSW development in this project includes
paperless electronic data linkage system develop-
ment between organizations that covers G2G, G2B
and B2B information sharing concerning imports
and exports and also data linkage among ASEAN
member states, APEC member states and countries
in other regions.

Now the country’s NSW system is ready to
provide data linkage service between government
and business organizations locally and internation-
ally. Achievements of the project are summarized
as follows: (data as of 30 September 2015)

1. Agencies already having data linkage
system via NSW totaled 35 agencies including

1.1 Agencies officially operating data link-
age via NSW totaled 31 agencies including Customs
Department, Department of Foreign Trade, Industrial
Estate Authority of Thailand, Department of Indus-

trial Works, Department of Livestock Development,

ment of Mineral Resources, National Park, Wildlife
and Plant Conservation Department, Thai Chamber
of Commerce and Board of Trade of Thailand,
Department of Provincial Administration, Department
of Agriculture, Marine Department, Department of
Primary Industries and Mines and Department of
Mineral Fuels.

1.2 Agencies already having data linkage
system via NSW but related agencies dealing with
data transmission/destination countries are not
ready for data linkage or readiness on regulations
and rules of those agencies is still under improve-
ment totaled 4 agencies including Department of
Disease Control, Civil Aviation Authority of Thailand,
Airports of Thailand PLC and Federation of Thai
Industries.

2. Agency in the process of developing
system/testing data linkage system via NSW
totaled 1 agency that is the Thai Industrial Standards
Institute (TISI).
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ASEAN member states made an agreement on
the establishment and development of ASEAN Single
Window (ASW) in 2015. For the pilot project for ASW
development, seven ASEAN member states were
participants including Brunei, Indonesia, Malaysia,
Philippines, Singapore, Thailand and Vietnam, while
another 3 member states including Cambodia, Laos
and Myanmar were observers. All 10 ASEAN member
states signed the MOU of the pilot project on
18 July 2011.

For the progress of the pilot project for ASE-
AN Single Window (ASW) development, Secretary-
General of ASEAN has already employed a system
development company in March 2015 (Axway, Pte
from Singapore). The company has developed a
computer system for ATIGA FORM D test among
ASEAN member states. The test program started in
late August 2015 (the test was postponed from July
2015 as member states participating in the test had
to take time for preparation). There were 5 countries
participating in the test program including Indonesia,
Malaysia, Singapore, Thailand and Vietnam. The
pilot project for ASW development is scheduled to
complete in December 2015. Each ASEAN member
state is now preparing NSW system to serve data
linkage via ASW. As for Thailand, the Customs
Department has already set up NSW system for
integration of international data linkage.

The official operation of ASW system will
be from late 2015 to early 2016. The timeframe
is subject to change depending on preparedness
of the member states in terms of techniques and

regulations. During the first 12 months of the official
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operation, the funder, ASEAN Connectivity through
Trade and Investment (ACTI) will provide financial
support for additional system development and
document development for B2B and B2G such as
Ocean Booking Confirmation, Loading Confirmation

and sanitary and phytosanitary certificate.

The Customs Department represented by
the Information and Communication Technology
Bureau initiated the Project for Efficacy Enhance-
ment of Goods Statistics and Data Warehouse with
the following objectives:

1. To provide computer system including
Hardware and Software for goods statistics and data
warehouse management to enable 24-hour effective
operations;

2. To gather statistics of import/export
goods according to the new data structure by
using the sources from the main database of the
Department including import/export system, duty
drawback system under Section 19 bis by Revolving
Guarantee System, tax compensation system,
contact lists, Manifest, clearance system, customs
efficacy enhancement with e-Tax Incentives system,
electronic customs clearance system for transship-
ment and e-Transition, import entry and e-Express to
ensure complete information for effective analysis
and management support;

3. To facilitate information search and
preparation for government agencies using information
of import/export entry in their operations;

4. To be a tool for internal divisions of the
Customs Department in analysis and planning on

decision making and management.



The Customs Department has developed
a number of work systems to facilitate customs
clearance services for entrepreneurs and importers
-exporters and provide them with precise, quick
and fair services. Due to the rising quantity of work
systems and the increasing number of microcomputers
in the central and regional offices of the Customs
Department and private organizations linking to the
Customs Department as well as the number of other
government agencies linking to the Department,
security safeguard devices like Firewall, Wireless
Controller and Access point having been used for
years have limited control capability and cannot
effectively serve requirements or regulations of
information technology and network security of the
Customs Department. Hence, access control of the
Customs Department network is required and these
devices are not compatible with the implementation
oflPv6 according to the action plan to support and
monitor IPv6 in Thailand in 2013-2015 of the Ministry
of Information and Communication Technology. The
action plan stipulates that government agencies
shall be prepared for the implementation of IPv6
at least by 2015.

The Customs Department has initiated the
project for efficacy enhancement of network devices
for IPv6 usage in an attempt to get prepared for the
implementation of IPv6 and also ensure readiness
of the network system for the transition to the
new technology timely without any impact on the
Department’s operations as well as being able to
effectively manage the network and reducing risks of
usage and services. It is necessary for the Customs
Department to change its network devices compat-
ible only withIPv4 tolPv6 to provide continued and
effective electronics services on internet locally and

internationally.

4.8 Tariff Nomenclature

Performance achievements of tariff nomen-
clature in fiscal year 2015 by the Customs Tariff
Bureau are as follows:

1) Tariff classification service: the Customs
Department provided 1,034 advance tariff ruling
opinions and tariff ruling opinions for goods with
tariff classification problems, including 3,370 guaran-
tee deposit and classification dispute waiver entries
and 1,048 tariff classification applications, so there
was a total of 5,452 copies/opinions/applications).
This year’s performance compared to fiscal year
2014 (4,516 copies/opinions/applications) was up
by 17.17%. 506 cases of tax and duty exemption
under Part IV of the Customs Tariff Decree B.E. 2530
were settled, up 28.46% from that of fiscal year
2014 (362 cases). In addition, 198 applications for
vehicle assembly and tax and duty exemption for
vehicle parts and accessories were settled, up 3.54%
from that of fiscal year 2014 (191 applications).
It also provided advices and consultations on tariff
classification for 2,826 cases, up 58.92% from that
of fiscal year 2014 (1,161 cases).

2) Tariff classification and ROO appeal: 56
cases were settled by the sub-committee on tariff
classification and ROO appeal (516 applications/516
entries) and 118 cases were settled by the com-
mittee on tariff classification and ROO appeal (815
applications/846 entries).

3) Operations of Enhancing the Transparen-
cy and Predictability of Tariff Classification Project
which is a three-year project between 2013-2015
showed continued activities through the past 3
years including cooperation with JICA experts in a
training program on tariff classification for tariff clas-
sification officers and those who are responsible for
cargo clearance at customs houses; work manual
update and publication via Intranet; distribution of

brochures concerning advance tariff ruling in Thai
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and English languages for general entrepreneurs and
through the Board of Trade of Thailand and the Fed-
eration of Thai Industries; seminars for entrepreneurs
to clarify and obtain opinions and suggestions; and
preparation of the Customs Department Notification
No. 39/2558 on Advance Tariff Ruling Service and
Service Fee.

4) Attendance to the meeting of the working
team on ASEAN Harmonized Tariff Nomenclature
(AHTN) for amendments of AHTN Vol. 2017 which
will be implemented in 2017; study and prepara-
tion of a list of Thailand’s goods according to the
resolution of a sub-working team on the draft of
AHTN 2017 to propose to the ASEAN Secretariat;
attendance to the meeting of AHTN Task Force to
review AHTN 2012 along with ASEAN member states
for improvement of AHTN in line with HS 2017 of
the World Customs Organization; consideration on
tariff classification disputes of ASEAN member states;
and other operations regarding the implementation
of AHTN. In FY 2015, five AHTN Task Force meetings
were held.

5) Preparation of prohibited chemical data-
base application for IOS and Android smartphones
or tablets to enable customs officers and relevant
parties to apply to import/export control goods.
The application was created by a customs officer
and the Department did not employ any private
companies or spend the government’s budget. Now
the application has been completed and released
on Play Store and APP Store for customs officers and
relevant parties to download to their smartphones
and tablets. To download the application, search
by the word “import/export control goods”.
The application developer is Anuchit Prownpuntu,

an officer of the Customs Tariff Bureau.
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4.9 Tariff Structure

Due to external risk factors including global
economy, global financial market fluctuation and
economic slowdown in developed and emerging
countries and also internal risk factors including
weaker private demand, political uncertainty and
IUU’s fishing impacts, private sector asked the
government to approve tax reduction on some
affected goods items to relieve their problems and
difficulties. The Customs Department has performed
an integrated operation with three-tax related
departments of the Ministry of Finance to discuss
and seek solutions for those problems and relieve
difficulties of private sector.

In fiscal year 2015, operations of tariff structure
were in accordance with Stage 1 of the Tax
Restructuring Plan which covered tax and duty
reduction on materials, factors of production not
manufactured in the country, machinery, tools
and machinery parts and equipment concerning
manufacturing process in line with the government’s
policy. The Department also held meetings with
several agencies concerning preparedness for the
implementation of Stage 2 of the Tax Restructuring
Plan and inspected duty rate for customs tariff
amended by World Customs Organization (WCO)
in order to prepare for the implementation of the
Harmonized System Vol. 2017 (HS 2017). In addition,
it issued the Notification of the Ministry of Finance
to help flood victims in 2011 and provide duty
exemption on import goods used in the project
of Plasma Fractionation Center of National Blood

Center, Thai Red Cross Society.

Moreover, for multilateral negotigﬁbns— LIJ'-r{H'erT-"_
WTO, the Department issued the Notification of the
Ministry of Finance on privileges for Least-Developed
Countries (LDCs) by revoking Duty Free/Quota
(DFQF) for those countries mostly in Africa and
South Asia continents. Under Free Trade Agreements
(FTAs), it issued the Notifications of the Ministry
of Finance on the pilot project for the Regional
Self-Certification System of Country of Origin (Phase
2) and ASEAN-Korea Free Trade Agreement (AKFTA)
to grant duty reduction and exemption under the
principle of reciprocity by granting duty exemption
on sugar produced from sugar canes. This is a
compliance with the principle of reciprocity that
Thailand is obliged by AKFTA. As for bilateral trade
negotiations, the Department issued the Notification
of the Ministry of Finance on duty exemption on
goods imported for use in Thailand-Malaysia Joint
Development Area (JDA).

As for the publication of duty rate, interested
persons can search for the information on the
Customs Department website. The publication was
conducted in accordance with the project for duty
rate structure database for benefits of study, analysis
and suggestion of policies and guidelines on duty
rate structure in accordance with the government’s
policy. The information is always updated and

convenient for search.
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
