Annual Report of the Customs Department for the Fiscal Year 2021

The economy of every country in the world has been severely impacted in the past by the
pandemic situation of the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID-19), and in 2021, the pandemic
situation has subsided, causing the economy to gradually recover. In Thailand, several import-
export regulations have been loosened to support entrepreneurs and increase the country's
economy.

The Customs Department is another important collection agency of the Ministry of Finance
in facilitating trade related to import-export, social protection and taxation from the import-export
of goods therefore have various measures to help entrepreneurs affected by the COVID-19
situation, for example, exemption of Customs duty on Imports of goods used to treat, diagnose
or prevent the spread of the coronavirus 2019 (COVID-19), obtaining a copy of the certificate of
origin, measures to reduce additional money, measures to waiver or reduction of fines, annual
fee exemption of 2021 for the license to establish a bonded warehouse, Customs warehouse,
stable place (an area permitted to be establishment under Thai Customs law as a place for
inspection, storage or release of imported goods, cross-border goods, transshipment or
exportation, which have not yet paid the duty and are still under Customs custody by an area
that Thai Customs can control), authorized port, and duty-free zone and person who is licensed
to operate in a duty-free zone along with management within the organization so that the
Customs Department is fully ready to serve the people.

The Customs Department is committed to developing procedures to facilitate
international trade with modern customs services that are convenient, fast and cost-effective,
including data integration for customs procedures with various agencies both in the country and
abroad. In the fiscal year 2021. There are important operating results, including 1) Online visitor
registration system “Customs Trader Portal” which adds registration channels as Importer-
Exporter, Customs Broker, and Customs Broker Officer 2) Electronic one-stop services system
for permit application and declaration of agricultural product imports and exports via NSW

1.1 Improve and develop customs work process
Electronic exchange of the Customs Declaration Document (ACDD) under the ASEAN Single Window

(ASW) The ASEAN Member states are working to connect and integration the ASEAN customs declaration
documents (ASEAN Customs Declaration Document: ACDD or Export Information) for risk management
information exchange. Facilitate participating traders for reduction in Customs clearance time. Reduce logistics
costs including paper document preparation, transportation costs, and other expenses in the import-export
process and assist customs officers in gaining confidence in the information so that it can be used to perform
relevant duties right away, as well as helping to increase the competitiveness of Thailand’s trade both inside
and outside the ASEAN region. Thailand has an official ACDD exchange - ready with Cambodia and Singapore
on 31° March, 2021, with the number of electronic documents sending and receiving statistics from 31* March
to 30" September, 2021, amounting to 88,265 electronic documents.

1.2 Develop customs services using innovative ICT

Project to increase the efficiency of electronic payments with the Bill Payment system. The Customs
Department has more coordinated with banks or various payment agents to participate in the Bill Payment
project so that entrepreneurs can pay taxes and duties, fees, other income, and/or insurance money through
the Bill Payment system in many ways Including internet banking, mobile banking, ATMs, counters service
of Krung Thai Bank, Government Savings Bank, Bangkok Bank, Kasikorn Bank, Siam Commercial Bank,
Bank of Ayudhya and various payment agents, including counter service (7-eleven) and Big C. Allow
entrepreneurs to benefit from convenience and speed. Cash and check payments are less likely to be
received by avoiding touching banknotes or checks, they can reduce the risk of contracting COVID-19.

1.3 Enhance customs stakeholders’ engagement

Tax Incentives Road Map: The Thai Customs Department has organized a seminar by roaming the
area to publicize and create knowledge and understanding of tax incentives under the Customs Act,
B.E.2560 for entrepreneurs, investors, the private sector, and related persons. However, due to the pandemic
of the COVID-19 situation, the format was converted to an online seminar with the ZOOM application

system, with 450 people interested in attending the seminar registering via the Intermet as well.

2.2 Modernize Rules and Regulations

Establishment of Mutual Recognition Arrangement of Authorized Economic Operators: (MRA of AEOs)
with trade partner nations. Formation of Mutual Recognition Arrangement (MRA) under the AEO program or
AEO-MRA. For accepting the AEO project implementation standards and exchange privileges for AEO operators
between them. Under the agreement, Thai AEO operators will gain benefit regarding facilitation on Customs
procedures at the AEO-MRA partner countries. AEO-MRA is an additional way to strengthen the relationship
between Thai and foreign customs, in addition to facilitating international trade.

For Thailand, the AEO-MRA has been signed with Hong Kong Customs, South Korea Customs, and
Singapore Customs. In addition, Thailand is in the process of negotiating the preparation of the AEO MRA
with key trading partners in the regions as follows: Malaysia, Australia, and Japan and have started to develop
the AEO-MRA with China.

2.3 Develop Database Administration and Management System

Customs Big Data Project. The Customs Department have developed a Big Data system to support
large data storage. Able to process information fast and efficiently, support the customs officers’ work in
using the data to analyze the importation and exportation, taxation administration including administration
within the Customs Department to prepare for further facilitating customs procedures.
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Strategy @ Improve the efficiency and integrity of Customs Control System

3.1 Enhance Customs Control using Modern Technology

Customs Tracking System with e-Lock technology. The Customs Department have implemented
modern technology to support customs control in the monitoring of high risk transit shipment for customs
offenses by using electronic key technology (e-Lock) as a pilot project, To push on the agencies that have
installed the e-Lock system (e-Lock station) use more e-Lock devices and collect data on the results of use
as a guideline for further system development.

3.2 Enhance Customs Control with Risk Management

Efficiency enhancement of Local Profile for Customs House/Offices. The customs department
have an important tool for effective and efficient risk management are Central Profile and Local Profile.
As a result, a strategy for developing customs control through risk management has been established.
The optimization of the Local Profile as a risk management tool for facilitating trade for honest
entrepreneurs with low risks, in particular, and establishing strict measures to inspect high-risk goods. In the
fiscal year 2016, the Ladkrabang Cargo Clearance Customs Office and the Nakhon Phanom Customs House
were the pilot agencies in the development of Local Profiles to increase the efficiency of customs control.
Following that, the Customs Department decided to apply the same results to other Customs Office and
Customs Houses under the jurisdiction of the Regional Customs Bureau 1-4 and the customs office
collecting revenue. In the fiscal year 2021, the Customs Department has determined that the Bangkok
Customs Office and the Suvarnabhumi Airport Cargo Clearance Customs Office are the customs office
in developing Local Profiles.

3.3 Enhance the efficiency of customs control through information network development

Project of Smart Control Resign Study for Postal Customs Control. The Customs Department
has guidelines for improving the efficiency of the customs control system by using the SMART BORDER of
the World Customs Organization: WCO which consists of Secure - security operations, Measurable - measuring
performance, Automated - using technology to enhance operations, Risk Management-based - risk
management based on information and intelligence to improve customs matter and Technology - driven -

driving work processes with technology, From the principle of WCO be used as a guideline for operating
in a SMART CONTROL manner, Beginning with the Postal Service for Studying guidelines of the efficient
postal control system development, as well as keeping up with the e-Commerce situation.

4.1 Enhance the management of tax collection

Study on the application and implementation of good customs practices customs in the customs
Department. The Customs Department has conducted research and analysis on good customs practices
guidelines for revenue collection management in the customs matter by studying important sources,
especially the World Customs Organization (WCO) which will have good customs practices of WCO member
countries. In order to be useful in analyzing information on guidelines for the development of efficient
revenue collection of the customs department in the future, the fiscal year 2021 has published a report
on good customs practices. The Studies Report on Disruptive Technologies presents an overview of the
innovations that expected to affect customs procedure in the future as a guideline for the development
of procedures and to prevent the impact of various technologies.

4.2 Establish standards for considerations on Customs Tariff Classification and Rules of Origin
Database of prohibited-restricted goods with tariff classification and statistical codes in accordance
with HS 2017. The Customs Department has established a database of prohibited-restricted goods with
tariff classification and statistical codes for the year 2017 of electronic waste (e-Waste) amounting to 428
items, which are prohibited goods for importation into the Kingdom according to the list annexed to the
notification of the Ministry of Commerce on the subject of e-Waste is prohibited from importing into the
Kingdom in the year 2020 to facilitate importers and customs officials in searching for information on the
import of e-Waste products which can research information on the website of the Customs Department.

4.3 Establish standards for considerations on Customs Valuation

Development of Customs Valuation System based on Digital Big Data. The Customs Department
has adopted the GATT valuation as a criterion for determining customs valuation since 2000, in accordance
with its obligations to Thailand has to the World Trade Organization (WTO) throughout the past, the Customs
Department has been committed to improving the procedures to create customs valuation standards
according to the GATT valuation and increase the efficiency of tax collection continuously but with
limitations in knowledge and ability in modern information technology to link customs valuation risk data
with Digital Big Data, the Customs Department, therefore, has an idea to study the possibility of developing
a Customs valuation Risk Assessment System and using digital technology to develop a Customs Appraisal
System to be able to solve the problem of falsely declaring the customs valuation and lead to increased
efficiency in tax collection, reduce the problem of customs offenses in case of tax avoidance from falsely
declaring the customs valuation, reduces the discretion of the front line officers and assists in trade
facilitation and the reduction of customs valuation disputes between the Customs Department and the
importer. The Customs Department has initiated the development of a low-price alert system for imported
wine products into the Profiling System. The system has been started and activated in February 2021 for
10 high-valued imported wines. This is to develop a system for importing into the risk management system
of the customs department. The system will automatically alert the low price to the duty collecting
operators at the ports and the Customs Houses.
